i) Please read the Guidance Notes for grant applicants which explain in detail, the entire process for specifying & tendering of grant-aided works and for seeking grant approval.

iii) No work may be started until written approval is given, or you will not be eligible for grant.

iv) If a grant is offered, it will normally include a condition that, if the building is sold within three years, the grant may be recovered.

v) Where a grant is offered for repair works costing £20,000 or more in total, you must employ a competent professional with relevant specialist conservation knowledge, ability or experience.  He or she will analyse the site, plan and specify the work, and inspect and certify the work while it is in progress and after it is completed.  This professional must be a conservation-accredited architect or a RICS
 conservation-accredited building surveyor.

vi) Three tenders must be obtained for eligible works of a value exceeding £5,000 (unless agreed in writing beforehand with the Council). 

vii) Applicants will be required to also complete a declaration of public sector aid which they may have received over the past 3 years. This is to ensure that any award of grant aid under this scheme is not contrary to the provisions of European State Aid legislation which permits (as “de minimus”) up to a maximum of 200,000€ in a rolling 3 year period.

viii) Following the award of grant aid, applicants will be required to display site signage (provided by the Council) for the duration of the works.
