STATEMENT OF REASONS

PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER

Derby City Council (Ashbourne Road) (Prohibition and Restriction of Waiting) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No.153) Order 2025 
Derby City Council is duty bound pursuant to Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) to secure the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the highway.

The proposed Order is in accordance with Section 1(1), of the Act as it appears to the Authority that it is expedient to make it for the purposes prescribed:

1. For avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or any such danger arising 

2. For facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians) 

3. For preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs 
EFFECTS
The purpose of the order is to introduce the following restrictions:
Limited Waiting (1 Hour No Return 2 Hours) (Mon-Sat 8am-6pm) (Permit Holder Exemption) to replace existing No Waiting (At Any Time) on Ashbourne Road from outside number 178c to outside number 178i.
No Stopping (At Any Time) (Except Local Buses) (Clearway Extent Only) to replace existing No Waiting (At Any Time) on Ashbourne Road from outside number 178 to outside number 178c.
BACKGROUND
The section of the A52 Ashbourne Road between Friar Gate and the A38 Markeaton Island has been identified for improvement by the Road Safety Foundation following a national review of collision risk across the classified road network.  Funding has been awarded by the Department for Transport’s Road Safety Fund to introduce several remedial or counter measures along the route to target identified road user risk to reduce injury collisions and improve active travel.  
In order to improve safety and connectivity on Ashbourne Road, footway widening is taking place at a number of locations. Building out the signalised pedestrian crossing and the junction of Pybus Street provided an opportunity to install some protected parking bays between the buildouts.
REASONS FOR PROPOSALS
Replacing the existing No Waiting (At Any Time) with Limited Waiting (1 Hour No Return 2 Hours) (Mon-Sat 8am-6pm) (Permit Holder Exemption), will provide protected parking bays that will benefit businesses and their customers, in an area where parking is at a premium.
Replacing the existing No Waiting (At Any Time) with No Stopping (At Any Time) (Except Local Buses) (Clearway Extent Only) would allow unrestricted access for buses to pull up alongside the buildout, slowing traffic.
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
