
STATEMENT OF REASONS

PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER
Derby City Council (Hanbury Road) (Moving Vehicle Restrictions) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No.43) (Experimental) Order 2021
Derby City Council is duty bound pursuant to Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) to secure the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the highway.
The proposed Order is in accordance with Section 1(1), of the Act as it appears to the Authority that it is expedient to make it for the purposes prescribed:

1. for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising,

2. for facilitating the passage on the road for any class of traffic (including pedestrians) 

3. for preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs
EFFECTS
The purpose of the order is to introduce the following restrictions at the locations stated below and in accordance with drawing: ATS15_01
Prohibition of entry for motor vehicles, exemption 1
· Hanbury Road, at its entrance from Chaddesden Park Road
BACKGROUND
Derby City Council has been awarded has been awarded £776,150 of funding from the Department for Transport to deliver additional active travel measures across the city. As part of this work Hanbury Road has been identified as one of the city-wide locations to test different interventions.

Residents of Hanbury Road and the local councillors have raised concerns regarding vehicles using their road as an alternative route to avoid the traffic signals on the Chaddesden Park Road/Nottingham Road junction.  An investigation was carried out in December 2020 with traffic surveys taken at Hanbury Road, Oakleigh Avenue, Arridge Road and Reginald Road South.  The Hanbury Road survey showed that 63% of the traffic was travelling from Chaddesden Park Road to Reginald Road South.
On 30th July 2021 details of the proposals and how to complete an online survey which ran between 2nd August 2021 and 25th October 2021 was posted out to the residents of Hanbury Road. 114 responses were received with 83% from local residents, although the survey did not specify if these were residents of Hanbury Road or live on the adjacent streets. 72% of respondents said that they experienced traffic problems on Hanbury Road. The top three traffic problems that were experienced by respondents are:
· Vehicles using Hanbury Road as an alternative route to avoid traffic signals
· Speeding traffic
· Difficult to drive through the area due to volume of traffic
However, the majority of respondents were against preventing traffic entering Hanbury Road from Chaddesden Park Road citing in the comment section of the survey that the problem would be moved Oakleigh Avenue and Arridge Road.  

· 54% of respondents strongly disagreed and disagreed with the need to remove traffic congestion on Hanbury Road.
· 63% of respondents strongly disagreed and disagreed with introducing no entry to motor vehicles to Hanbury Road.

· 57% of respondents strongly disagreed and disagreed with preventing access from Chaddesden Park Road into Hanbury Road.
Details of the online survey were shared on social media at the time and it became apparent that the majority of the respondents were not residents of Hanbury Road based on the content of the comments left. Therefore, in order to gauge whether the residents of Hanbury Road were still in favour of the proposal a final survey was posted out to them on 14th January 2022 with a pre-paid envelope so as to encourage the return of the enclosed survey. The local Neighbourhood Officer attended Hanbury Road at its junction with Reginald Road South in the morning and afternoon of the 26th January 2022 in order to collect any late submissions of the survey. The closing date for the survey was 26th January 2022. Of the 53 properties surveyed (50 on Hanbury Road, 2 on Chaddesden Park Road and 1 on Reginald Road South) 30 responses were received, 26 in favour of the proposal and 4 against.
REASONS FOR PROPOSALS
To reduce vehicular traffic on Hanbury Road to make it a more pleasant environment for residents and cycling which can be linked to a potential light segregated cycle route on Nottingham Road leading to the new cycle/pedestrian bridge over the A52 into Pride Park.
Introducing a prohibition of entry for motor vehicles (no entry, except cycles) at the Chaddesden Park Road/Hanbury Road junction will prevent vehicles from entering Hanbury Road from Chaddesden Park Road whilst still allowing vehicles to exit Hanbury Road at this location.
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
