STATEMENT OF REASONS

Derby City Council (Kedleston Road & Allestree Lane Junction Area) (Moving Vehicle Restriction) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No. 57) Order 2022


Derby City Council is duty bound pursuant to Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) to secure the expeditious, convenient, and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the highway.

The proposed Order is in accordance with Section 1(1), of the Act as it appears to the Authority that it is expedient to make it for the purposes prescribed:

1. for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising,

2. for preventing damage to the road or to any building on or near the road,


3. for preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs 


EFFECTS
The purpose of this order is to introduce the following restrictions at the locations stated below and in accordance with drawing TMT11-D001:
Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time):
· Kedleston Road Service Road from Lilac Way to the Access opposite no. 412 Kedleston Road.
· Kedleston Road Service Road from the access to the southern car park of The Markeaton Pub to the access onto Allestree Lane.
· The proposed signalised junction area of Kedleston Road and Allestree Lane.
And the purpose of this order is to introduce the following restrictions at the locations stated below and in accordance with TMT11-D001:
Proposed One Way for All Motor Vehicles, exemption 1:
· Kedleston Road Service Road from the access to the southern car park of The Markeaton Pub to the access onto Allestree Lane.

BACKGROUND

Kedleston Road is a major arterial route into the city and regularly queues at peak times due to the volume of commuter traffic. Since the approval of a new housing estate west of Kedleston Road towards Quarndon there has been concern that extra demand would cause traffic to block the junction of Allestree Lane. Proposals for constructing a signal-controlled junction with pedestrian and cycle facilities have been submitted however the use of the Kedleston Road service road as an alternative route to avoid queuing at the junction has been flagged as a potential issue. 

Parking further south on the Kedleston Road service road has caused vehicles to continually overrun the grass verge to the west which has become a maintenance issue.

REASONS FOR PROPOSALS

There are concerns that cars turning left from Allestree Lane onto Kedleston Road will bypass the signal-controlled junction in favour of the service road that runs parallel to Kedleston Road before re-joining further south. The implementation of a One-Way for All Motor Vehicles, exemption 1 running from south to north would prevent this manoeuvre whilst still allowing active travel users access.

The junction arrangement will see driveways accessed from within the signalised area. To prevent vehicles parking on the road outside and narrowing the junction, a No Waiting at Any Time restriction is proposed. There are also several bus stops close to the junction which would benefit from the restriction.

The constant overrunning of the grass verge has created both a maintenance issue and a tripping hazard for pedestrians. The introduction of a No Waiting at Any Time restriction will remove the choke point and thus the need for cars to overrun the verge, preventing future damage.

MODIFICATION

Following public consultation, a decision has been made to modify the proposals. This is due to the following reasons:
· To address the risk of vehicles blocking the pedestrian priority junction on Allestree Lane. 
· After objections from residents on the service road south of Lilac Way.
· After discussions with The Markeaton Pub.

The modification seeks to extend the No Waiting (at any time) restriction on Allestree Lane by approximately 20m adjacent to both kerbs. This extension of the restrictions will prevent vehicles from blocking the egress of the proposed one-way street.

The modification removes the proposed No Wating (At Any Time) south of Lilac Way on the Service Road. This is due to multiple objections from residents on the road.
The modification removes the proposed One Way running along the service road adjacent to The Markeaton Pub. This is replaced with a proposed Prohibition of Driving of Motor Vehicles restriction. This is due to discussions with the business and a better understanding of the requirements for deliveries and refuse collection.

The modified order proposes to introduce the following restriction at the location stated below and in accordance with TMT11 – D001B

Proposed Extension to No Waiting (At Any Time):
· Allestree Lane covering the frontage of No. 178 on both sides of the road.

Removal of Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time):

· Kedleston Road Service Road running from Lilac Way in a southerly direction to the frontage of No. 412.

Removal of Proposed One Way for All Motor Vehicles, exemption 1:

· Kedleston Road Service Road from the access onto Allestree Lane to the access closest to the Co-op. Running adjacent to The Markeaton Pub.

Proposed Prohibition of Driving of Motor Vehicles:

· Approximately 5m covering Kedleston Road Service Road at the apex of the corner.
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
