
STATEMENT OF REASONS

PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER

Derby City Council (Sinfin Lane) (Prohibition and Restriction of Waiting) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No.162) Order 2025
Derby City Council (Sinfin Lane Area) (Moving Vehicle Restriction) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No.74) Order 2025
Derby City Council is duty bound pursuant to Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) to secure the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the highway.
The proposed Orders are in accordance with Section 1(1), of the Act as it appears to the Authority that it is expedient to make it for the purposes prescribed:

1. for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising,

2. for facilitating the passage on the road for any class of traffic (including pedestrians) 

3. for preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs
EFFECTS
The purpose of the orders is to introduce the following restrictions at the locations stated below and in accordance with drawings: SL-TRO/01, SL-TRO/02, SL-TRO/03 & SL-TRO/04
Proposed Revocation of Prohibition of Driving of Motor Vehicles except for authorised key holders

· Where Sinfin Lane crosses Infinity Park Way for a distance of 6 metres on the west side of Infinity Park Way. 

Proposed Revocation of Prohibition of Driving Motor Vehicles

· Sinfin Lane at a point approximately 200 metres on the west side of Infinity Park Way. (Referenced in the original order as ‘at a point approximately 1 ¼ miles from its junction with the A514, Derby Road, Chellaston’.)
Proposed Prohibition of Driving Motor Vehicles (Except for Access).
· Sinfin Lane, from its junction with Lowes Lane for a distance of approximately 2 kilometres west to the southern boundary of number 401 Sinfin Lane 
Access for pedestrians and cyclists from Pioneer Way will be maintained.

No Waiting (At Any Time)

· Sinfin Lane from its junction with Infinity Park Way on the western side for a distance of approximately 18 metres.  
· Lowes Lane from its junction with Sinfin Lane for a distance of approximately 5 metres. 
BACKGROUND
The South Derbyshire Growth Zone (SDGZ) is intended to stimulate economic growth by supporting much needed development across south Derby and Derbyshire.  A significant level of investment is intended to support employment based economic growth alongside new housing and community-based facilities.   

As part of these plans, new infrastructure is proposed that includes a new junction on the A50 Trunk Road with a link to existing roads within Infinity Park.  

The construction of the new link road will involve crossing through Sinfin Lane, before connecting with Infinity Park.  This means that the section of Sinfin Lane that crosses the new classified road boundary will be stopped up on either side, thereby necessitating a change to the existing restrictions so that the new road layout can be protected for its intended purpose. 

REASONS FOR PROPOSALS
Historically, Sinfin Lane was subject to a gating order.  This was introduced in 2010 at a point adjacent to the southern boundary of 401 Sinfin Lane.  However, the gating order has now expired.  The proposal is therefore to introduce a prohibition of driving motor vehicles with an exemption for access that will be controlled via the retention of the existing retractable bollard.  The restriction will cover the remaining extent of Sinfin Lane, east of this point up to the western boundary of the new classified road, to be named Pioneer Way. 
Currently, there are two traffic regulation orders in place for Sinfin Lane, west of Infinity Park Way.  The first prohibits motor vehicles beyond a point approximately 2 kilometres from the A514 Derby Road junction (Order 539 – 1997).  The second, prohibits the driving of motor vehicles on Sinfin Lane for a distance of 6 metres either side of the T12 Link Road (Infinity Park Way).  The stopping up of Sinfin Lane will remove motor vehicle access to Lea Farm from the west.  Access to Lea Farm will be via Sinfin Lane from its junction with Infinity Park Way.  It is therefore proposed to revoke Order 539 and replace the T12 prohibition, specific to the western side of Sinfin Lane, with new regulations to better support the new access arrangement.  

To ensure the new access is fit for purpose and can be used safely some minor improvements will be introduced.  These include widening of the entry point from Infinity Park Way onto Sinfin Lane, the removal of the existing gate, installation of a new automated retractable bollard and a new field gate at the start of Lowes Lane. 
To support these changes the proposal is to introduce a prohibition of driving of motor vehicles except for access on Sinfin Lane at a point approximately 18 metres west of its junction with Infinity Park Way up to the point of the eastern boundary of the new classified road to be named Pioneer Way.  
It is also proposed to retain the previous arrangement to prohibit the driving of motor vehicles for a distance of 6 metres on Sinfin Moor Lane east of Infinity Park Way with an exemption for key holders.  The reason for introducing the prohibition of driving is to stop unauthorised users accessing the area but allow local landowners legitimate access to their property. 
The proposal is also to introduce a No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction on Sinfin Lane from its junction west of Infinity Park Way for a length approximately 18 metres, ending at the start of the proposed prohibition of driving.  It is also to extend the restriction along Lowes Lane for approximately 5 metres from its junction with Sinfin Lane to a point of the proposed new field gate.   The reason for the restriction is to prevent obstruction of access caused by parking, as the area is popular with walkers.  
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
