STATEMENT OF REASONS

PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER

Derby City Council (Abbey Street Area Parking Management) (Prohibition and Restriction of Waiting) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No. 159) Order 2025
Derby City Council is duty bound pursuant to Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) to secure the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the highway.

The proposed Order is in accordance with Section 1(1), of the Act as it appears to the Authority that it is expedient to make it for the purposes prescribed:

1. For avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or any such danger arising 

2. For facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians) 

3. For preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs 
Background

Residents in the area between Abbey Street, Mercian Way A601 and Burton Road A5250 have raised concerns about limited parking availability near their homes. This location already experiences pressure from visitors to the city centre and nearby businesses. Residential and commercial developments (including nighttime entertainment venues) within Derby are projected to increase the demand for parking spaces close to the city centre in the future. A review of the current waiting restrictions has shown that they are no longer sufficient to manage future parking pressures. Introducing new waiting restrictions and altering existing waiting restrictions, would allow parking in the area to be managed more effectively for residents, businesses and visitors to the area.
Proposal
The proposal is to manage and improve the availability of parking for residents, their visitors and local business customers. The intention is therefore to introduce new parking restrictions on several streets as shown in plan TM-W11 P.   This will also include a physical change in the road layout of Spa Lane to support the ‘No Entry’ restriction at the junction of Burton Road.
Spa Lane, Lower Eley Street and Grey Street
It is proposed to introduce the restrictions to existing free to use bays thereby preventing all day or long-term parking for vehicles not belonging to residents or businesses situated in these three streets. To maximise parking availability the bays will be extended. 

Gerard Street, Webster Street and Harcourt Street
The changes to restrictions proposed for Gerard Street, Webster Street and Harcourt Street are intended to make more effective use of kerbside space by increasing parking availability, supporting short-stay parking for visitors and businesses whilst maintaining priority parking for residents through permit parking. Close to commercial premises on Burton Road it is proposed to provide a waiting restriction which will enable a maximum 30-minute parking for customers. 
Abbotts Barn Close

Abbotts Barn Close is situated close to the city centre and is therefore more likely to suffer from non-resident parking following the opening of Vaillant Live and the new Becketwell development.  Complaints have been received and evidence confirms non-resident parking is taking place in the evening throughout the week and limiting parking outside of the restricted period.  It is proposed to extend the operational period of the current permit scheme to better protect resident parking at all times. 
Effects

The purpose of this order is to bring into effect the following Waiting Restrictions at the locations below and in accordance with drawing TM W11 P: - 
Proposed Limited Waiting (2 hours no return 1 hour) (Mon-Sat 8am-6pm) (Permit Holder Exemption) to replace No Waiting (At Any Time)

Spa Lane 
· From the existing single yellow line outside number 40, for an approximate distance of 8 metres heading towards its junction with Burton Road. 
· Opposite number 17/19 for an approximate distance of 3m

Grey Street

· Opposite number 44/48 for an approximate distance of 5m

· Adjacent to Lighting Column LC35120 for an approximate distance of 4m
Gerard Street

· Outside number 175 to outside number 167 for an approximate distance of 20m

· Outside number 157 to outside number 155 for an approximate distance of 10m
· Outside number 152 for an approximate distance of 15m 
· Outside number 126 to outside number 122 for an approximate distance of 10m
· Outside number 123 for an approximate distance of 5m
· Outside number 93 to outside number 95 for an approximate distance of 10m
Proposed Limited Waiting (2 hours no return 1 hour) (Mon-Sat 8am-6pm) (Permit Holder Exemption)
Spa Lane 
· From the existing double yellow lines outside number 16 to outside the entrance to Premier Meat and Poultry for an approximate distance of 15m 

· From outside the entrance to Premier Meat and Poultry to opposite number 17 for an approximate distance of 40m 
Lower Eley Street
· From outside number 4 Lower Eley Street to the existing double yellow lines adjacent to number 18 Spa Lane for an approximate distance of 26m 
Grey Street

· Opposite number 42/44 for an approximate distance of 5m

· Opposite number 34/36 for an approximate distance of 20m 

· Opposite number 18/20 for an approximate distance of 14m

Proposed Limited Waiting (30mins No Return 1 hour) (8am-6pm) to replace No Waiting (At Any Time)

Gerard Street

· Outside number 184 for an approximate distance of 5m

· Outside number 182 for an approximate distance of 10m

Proposed Extension of Existing Zone 5 Permit Holders Only 
(Mon-Sat 8am-6pm) to replace No Waiting (At Any Time)
Webster Street

· Outside number 1 on both sides of the road for an approximate distance of 8m

Harcourt Street

· Outside number 1 for an approximate distance of 6m

Proposed Permit Holders Only (At Any Time) to replace Permit Holder Only (Mon-Sat 8am-6pm)
Abbots Barn Close 

· For its entire Length
Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time)
Spa Lane 

· From outside the entrance to Premier Meat for an approximate distance of 11m
Grey Street 

· From opposite numbers 18/20 and 22/24 for an approximate distance of 6.5m 
· From opposite numbers 34/36 and 38/40 for an approximate distance of 8.5m
Exemptions
Disabled drivers

Blue badge holders will be exempt from the scheme and will be able to park without a time limit provided the blue badge is displayed.  If you are a resident and own a Blue Badge, then you will not need a permit provided the blue badge is displayed. 
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
